It is free and 
available to anyone—no questions asked. 
Whether it’s for yourself or a loved one, 
we want to make sure life-saving tools are 
within reach. Narcan is a medication that can 
quickly reverse an opioid overdose, saving 
lives in critical situations. Stop in and pick 
one up at your convenience.

As part of our ongoing efforts to improve patient 
experience, Hocking Valley Community Hospital has 
made some updates to the Emergency Department.

To ensure timely service during peak 
periods, we have introduced an ER 
overflow area to accommodate patient 
overflow in the Emergency Room when 
there is an influx of patients. This will help 
alleviate congestion in the ER, providing 
a quiet, separate space for patients while 
maintaining a high level of care.

We have adopted a direct bedding model—we 
do everything we can to get you straight to a 
treatment space and seen by a provider quickly, 
without unnecessary waiting. ER staff utilize a 
triage system to prioritize patients based on the 
severity of their condition. When you arrive, a 
nurse will assess your symptoms. Patients with 
more critical conditions are seen first, so even if 
you arrive earlier, you may need to wait if your 
condition is less severe. This system ensures the 
most urgent cases get treated first.

Come to Urgent Care for minor injuries, flu-like symptoms, earaches, rashes, or 
simple cuts. It’s fast and convenient for those everyday issues. Our Urgent Care 
is open 7 days a week, 11 a.m. to 8 p.m. for your care needs. Choose the ER for 
chest pain, severe injuries, trouble breathing, signs of stroke, or anything that 

could be life-threatening. Our ER is open 24 hours a day, every day.

THE EVOLVING ER
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When Logan City Mayor Greg Fraunfelter volunteered for 
a yard clean-up in September, he expected sore muscles 
— not a serious shoulder injury that would lead him to the 
operating table. But one wrong move and a heavy toss into 
a roll-off dumpster changed that. 
 
“I picked up an object to throw in and I felt pain in my 
shoulder immediately,” Fraunfelter recalled. “I dropped to my 
knees in pain.” 
 
The injury, he later learned, was more than a simple 
strain. A visit to his family doctor led to a referral to Dr. 
David Vaziri, one of two orthopedic surgeons at Hocking 
Valley Community Hospital. It was a move that would 
set Fraunfelter on a path to recovery. The diagnosis was 
torn tendons in the shoulder that would require surgical 
reattachment. 
 
“Dr. Vaziri showed me the images and explained what he 
would have to do,” Fraunfelter said. “Then he asked me when 
I injured my bicep — apparently I had an old injury I didn’t 
even know about.” 
 
Dr. Vaziri performed the surgery, carefully reattaching the 
damaged tendons and addressing the long-ignored bicep 
injury. Two weeks later, Fraunfelter returned for his follow-up 
visit. 
 
“From my MRI through the surgery and every appointment, I 
received nothing but professionalism,” he said. 
 
Now, more than 12 weeks post-op, Fraunfelter is focused on 
healing. Because of the way his tendons were reattached, he 
didn’t need formal physical therapy. Instead, he’s followed a 
slow and steady home exercise routine. 
 
“I’ve just been going slow and easy, doing my exercises at 
home,” he explained. “Before the surgery, I couldn’t raise my 
arm. For being my age, I’m very impressed with the range of 
motion he was able to help restore.” 
 
The mayor is not only grateful for the medical care he 
received but also proud that Logan has a hospital like 
Hocking Valley. 

"I have had three surgeries at HVCH, and have never had one 
problem. We have a  great small hospital in our community!

Mayor on 
the Mend
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At Hocking Valley Community Hospital, staying at the 
forefront of medical technology is key to delivering safe, 
efficient, and compassionate care. In recent months, two 
important equipment purchases — both funded by the HVCH 
Foundation — have significantly advanced our diagnostic 
capabilities, improving patient outcomes and supporting our 
clinical teams in their everyday work.

One purchase was a  new mobile x-ray machine featuring 
Konica Minolta's Dynamic Digital Radiology (DDR).

Unlike traditional digital x-rays, DDR captures a rapid sequence 
of low-dose images and generates a diagnostic-quality view of 
anatomical motion. This cutting-edge capability is especially 
useful when evaluating post-reduction fractures, verifying NG 
tube placement, and assessing respiratory processes.

"This equipment will provide more information to clinicians 
and radiologists which allows them to diagnose and treat our 
patients more efficiently and effectively," Faith Todd, Director 
of Radiology, said. "Not all portable x-ray units currently offer 
DDR technology, making HVCH one of the early adopters of 
this advanced system. We're proud to be at the forefront of 
imaging innovation and are excited about the new possibilities 
this opens up for patient care across the hospital."
 
HVCH Foundation also made it possible to expand the 
hospital's ultrasound capabilities with the purchase of a 
new Mindray TE5 ultrasound system. This versatile system 
complements the hospital's existing SonoSite ultrasound 

machine and allows for greater flexibility in diagnostic and 
procedural applications. 
 
Ultrasound is used throughout the hospital for a wide range 
of clinical scenarios — from guiding needle placements to 
evaluating internal organs in emergency settings. 

"As technology continues to evolve, so does our ability to 
use it more broadly and accurately," Clay Meyer, Director of 
Outpatient Clinics, said. "Patients who are known to be difficult 
IV starts, for example, often experienced multiple needle sticks 
in the past. With ultrasound guidance, that number can now 
be reduced to just one."

For surgical procedures such as knee scopes, targeted nerve 
blocks can be performed to better manage postoperative 
pain. In emergency situations, clinicians can quickly evaluate 
cardiac or vascular conditions, and bedside procedures like 
paracentesis for liver failure patients are now safer and more 
precise.

"These equipment upgrades represent more than just new 
technology — they reflect the impact of a community that 
cares. With the support of HVCH Foundation donors, we 
continue to invest in tools that help us deliver better outcomes 
and a better experience for every patient," HVCH CEO Stacey 
Gabriel said. "Many thanks to our donors and supporters. Your 
generosity is directly improving the care we provide, and we 
are so grateful.”
